Kat Morgan and Nance Goldstein suggested tungle.me.  I was able to make this work without too much difficulty and will probably use it again.
Michael Halperin endorsed ScheduleOnce enthusiastically. This is more sophisticated than tungle.me, but I encountered a few difficulties that discouraged me.  Michael obviously  overcame them.
Bonnie Shephard’s husband David Holstrom uses Clickbook.
I thought SuperSaas looked promising, but hit a barrier that I couldn’t surmount under time pressure.
